The first phase of the pro-
ject is expected to kick off by
October this year and will
constructvessels for the Inland
Waterways Authority of India
(IWAI).

Talking to reporters at the
sidelines of the Annual Ship-
ping Conclave’, organised by
the Bengal Chamber of Com-
merce and Industry (BCC&I),
the Nair said “We are setting
up a shipyard in Kolkata and
for that we are investing about
Rs 160 crores. Itwillbe named

of work will be initiated at

106 d, block-f
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Nazirgunj by October2020.We
will take up the phase-2 of the
project at Salkia once Nazir-
gunj is completed. In Nazir-
gunj, vessels for the inland
waterways will be construct-
ed.”

“India can dowellin ship-
building and repair in certain
spaces and one such is coastal
vessels and inland waterways
vessels. We are building 10
inland waterways vessels for
the IWAI and all of them will
be transported to Kolkata
from where four vessels will
be deployed in the Ganges and
four in Brahmaputra.” said
